2. Be flexible and understanding of your students.

3. Set clear expectations and standards for the class and students.  Be explicit in 
your communications.

4. Be organized and stay organized throughout the course.

Technology

5. Use a variety of technology that meets course objectives and is accessible.

6. Know the technology you use. Keep it simple.

Communication

7. Encourage communication and set clear communication expectations.

8. Provide frequent and timely feedback.

Assessment

9. Assess student learning regularly and provide feedback in a timely manner.

10. Offer opportunity for students to provide feedback.
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
